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Access to health

Providing health-focused emergency relief, Pakistan

Americares is responding to the monsoon
flooding in Pakistan, which has affected
large parts of the country, creating a
health and humanitarian crisis. The or-
ganization will provide health-focused
emergency response to children and fam-
ilies in the Khyber Paktoonkhwa region.

The problem

Since the beginning of the monsoon season in mid-June, more
than 1,162 people have died (including almost 360 children),
and more than 1,500 individuals sustained injuries. 33 million
persons have been affected by monsoon rains, of which
184,000 have been displaced to relief camps across Pakistan.!
Almost 900 health facilities have been damaged?. Red warn-
ings from floods, river overflow, and landslides have been is-
sued for several areas of Pakistan, and heavy rainfall with
strong winds and thunderstorms is forecast over most of Paki-
stan.

The partner

Americares is a health-focused relief and development organi-
zation that responds to people affected by poverty or disaster
with life-changing medicine, medical supplies and health pro-
grams.

The philanthropic solution

The immediate emergency response is focused on Khyber Pak-
toonkhwa region and Americares’s emergency team is coordi-
nating with a local NGO partner to provide the following sup-
port:

Equip local partner’s emergency medical camps with all
the needed medicines and supplies

Procure emergency supplies including tents, sleeping
mats and cooking equipment for up to 1500 families
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— Facilitate the installation of hand pumps to ensure ac-
cess to clean water

— Support the rehabilitation of damaged health facilities
during the recovery phase

displacements. Americares responds to more than 30 natural
disasters and humanitarian crises worldwide each year.
