After the payment of the third instalment, the Subfund's portfolio contains illiquid positions the current
market value of which is close to zero, including two sanctioned investments in the context of the war in
Ukraine.

The above means that it is not possible for the moment to close the liquidation of the Subfund.
Depending on the evolution of the illiquid positions, the Subfund may receive further payments in the future.
As of the date of this notice, there is no reliable indication regarding either the likelihood of such payments
or their timing. This means the timing and terms of the closure the Subfund's liquidation is unpredictable
at this point in time.



It is against the above background that shareholders are asked to keep their account details and contact
information provided in relation to their investment in the Subfund up to date, should there be a need to
contact the Shareholders in the future, further to the payment of any final instalment and closure of the
Subfund's liquidation.
